Lead Hazard Control Grant Program

} Must be housing constructed prior to 1978 with

lead paint present & zero bedroom units, public housing
and other HUD project based assisted housing is ineligible

1 Requirements for Owner occupied housing
{ income less than 80% median income

1 90% of owner units must have a child less than 6 years
of age present

1 Requirements for Rental Housing

{ vacant or occupied by tenants with income less than
80% median income, including units receiving tenant
based rent assistance

{ Owner agrees to make available to low income tenants
for not less than 3 years & market to families with
children




Lead Hazard Control Grant Program

1 Required Activities
B Blood lead testing of children
B Assuring units are occupied by eligible households

B Lead paint inspections and lead risk assessments of
housing

B Specification writing & monitoring of contractor work

B Elimination of all identified lead hazards in housing
assisted

B Training of lead workers and evaluators
B Public education

Ineligible Activities

B Acquisition of real property, or equipment over $5,000
B Provision of medical treatment
